9. County Championships and Inter-County Championships
a)  Cheshire Cross Country (Sat 7th January 2012, Winsford)
     The event went off well without incident. Thanks were given to the organising club, Vale 

     Royal.
      b)  CAU Cross Country (Sat 10th March 2012, Birmingham)
     Cheshire had a good day, with bronze team medals being won by the under 15 girls.
     However, issues still arose with the referee insisting that all runners in each race should wear 

     identical vests. It was agreed that we would withdraw from stock any older vests which weren’t 

     exactly the same as the current vests, and would provide a replacement vest free of charge to 

     any runner selected for Cheshire who currently has a paid-for non-compliant vest.
c)  Cheshire T&F Champs (Sat 12th /Sun 13th May 2012, Warrington, combined with Gtr Manc)
     A site visit took place on Sunday 1st April, immediately prior to the WAC Open Meeting.
     Everything seems to be in order – including the long jump runway, which has been relaid. A 
     few minor items need addressed, but the council have promised these will be done. 
d) CAU Fell Race Champs (Sat 19th May 2012, Shining Tor (Buxton))
    This year the event incorporates junior races too. Tony Hulme will be the senior team manager.
    Post meeting note: Phil Barnes (Macclesfield Harriers) has agreed to be junior team manager, 
    and has been sent all the details. The county will pay the junior entry fees.

e)  Northern Inter Counties T&F (U/15 & U/17 only) (Sat 30th June, Wigan)
     Post meeting note: Debbie Baker (West Cheshire) has agreed to be team manager, and has been 

     sent all the details
f)  Cheshire Track relays (Sat 21st July, Crewe)
   Post meeting note: Steve Matthews advises that the track and first aid are booked
   Action: Someone is needed to produce entry form and take entries.
g)  CAU T&F (seniors only) (Sat 25th / Sun 26th August 2012, Bedford)
h) CAU Race Walk Champs (Sun 9th September 2012, Hillingdon)
     According to Cath McGrath, there is no-one in Cheshire who will be entering.

   Action: Someone is required to act as entries secretary.

l)  Cheshire Cross Country (January 2013)
    After a discussion regarding other venues, it was agreed to ask South Cheshire Harriers to host 

    the event at Reaseheath.
    Action: Mike Cutler to approach the club and the venue to gain their agreement.
10. Road Race Matters
        a)   As from 1st April, regional licensing panels have taken over from county licence officers, and 

              each race will be expected to have an event adjudicator who will check that the race is 

              meeting the UKA licence standards.
        b)  New medical guidelines for road races have been issued by UKA.

        c)  An informal meeting has been arranged for immediately after the Whitley 10k for race 
             organisers to discuss any issues with the new arrangements. 
        d)  The Cheshire RR GP got underway at Wilmslow HM, with a good turnout of Cheshire club 

              runners. Prize money is now funded by a £100 contribution from each participating race.
        e)   A complaint was received from a parent of a competitor in the Four Villages HM, about the 

             conduct of the organising club. The race referee and UKA all agree that the complaint has no 

             basis, and the complainant has been advised to this effect.

        f)  An approach has been made by North Wales for an informal Inter County road running event 

             to be held in Cheshire this year over 10k. It was agreed to host such an event in the 

             Birchwood 10k on 19th August. Cheshire teams to be selected from those eligible runners who 
             have pre-entered.

        g)   The Chester Marathon (7th October) will be the Cheshire road running championship event 

              for 2012.
