a)  Northern Inter Counties T&F (U/15 & U/17 only) (Sat 30th June, Wigan)
     Debbie Baker (West Cheshire) acted as team manager for this, with John Driscoll also in 

     attendance. The team finished a very creditable third (out of 9 competing counties), despite a 
     couple of no-shows on the day.
     A discussion took place regarding county vests that had been lent to Cheshire Schools after this 

     event. A decision will be made about what vests are needed in future when the dust settles after 

     the vests are returned at the track relays.  

b)  Cheshire Track relays (Sat 21st July, Crewe)
     Everything is in hand for this.
     It was agreed that guest teams will not count when deciding how many county medals to award   

     (based on the number of entries). 
c)  CAU T&F (seniors only) (Sat 25th / Sun 26th August 2012, Bedford)
     Adrian Thiemicke is the Cheshire team manager.
     It was agreed that, as per previous years, selected competitors will receive £25 towards travel 

     costs, plus anyone competing both days will get £40 towards one night’s hotel accommodation. 
d)  CAU Race Walk Champs (Sun 9th September 2012, Hillingdon)
     According to Cath McGrath, there is no-one in Cheshire who will be entering.

e)  Cheshire multi events (junior) (Sun 9th September, Macclesfield)
f)  North West Road Relays (Sat 15th September 2012, Marbury Park)
     The entry forms and prospectus have been issued to all Cheshire clubs, and to the secretary of

     champs will not be known. As such, the sub-committee meeting arranged for Trafford on 22nd 

     August has been postponed.
9. Road Race Matters
        a)   All licensed road races are now expected to have an Event Adjudicator (except those who 

              applied for their race licence before April). In Cheshire, we probably have enough event 

              adjudicators to cover all the events, but some neighbouring counties have very few.
        b)  Anyone requiring to attend a traffic management course to alow them to deal with traffic at a 

              road race is encouraged to contact Cheryl Moore at England Athletics, asking her to put on a 

              course locally. 
              It is unclear whether those who have already been on the course need to take a refresher 

              course at some stage, as there is no expiry date on such people’s certificate.

        c)  Four races have taken place so far in the Cheshire RR GP. The next race is at Great Warford 

             on Sunday 29th July, followed by the Birchwood 10k 3 weeks later..
        d)  An informal Inter County road running event between Cheshire and North Wales is to be held 
             within the Birchwood 10k this year.
