             Alan reports that although Cheshire provided the bulk of the officials at the recent combined 

             county T&F champs, the number of Cheshire officials would probably have been insufficient 

             to hold a separate Cheshire champs.

8. County Championships and Inter-County Championships
a)  Cheshire T&F Champs (Sat 12th / Sun 13th May 2012, Warrington, combined with Gtr Manc)
     A de-brief meeting will take place in due course – GM have suggested 6th June at Bury, 

     though two of the Cheshire sub-committee cannot make that date.
     Action: A Thiemicke to agree a suitable date/venue for the debrief meeting with GM.
     The meeting ratified the winners of the Bertha Crowther Best Performance awards

     It has been suggested that in future we give three medals in every event, irrespective of the 
     number of entries.
     Action: B Smith to ascertain how many extra medals would be needed, and the effect this 

                  would have financially.

b) CAU Fell Race Champs (Sat 19th May 2012, Shining Tor (Buxton))
    Cheshire provided full male and female senior teams for this, and came away with an 

    individual bronze medal through Olivia Walwyn.
    For the first time, junior races were included, but there was no interest from anyone from 
    Cheshire, apart from one girl who was entered but didn’t turn up.
c)  Northern Inter Counties T&F (U/15 & U/17 only) (Sat 30th June, Wigan)
     Debbie Baker (West Cheshire) is acting as team manager for this.
d)  Cheshire Track relays (Sat 21st July, Crewe)
     The organising of this is progressing well. The entry form will be produced shortly. It was 

     agreed that entry fees would be increased to £6 per team.
     Stephen Matthews has the track permit for the event.
     Stephen Matthews will try to source a podium, as the one at Crewe has gone missing, and it is 

     not feasible to transport the one from Macclesfield. 
    Action: Stephen Matthews to send a draft entry form to the committee (via the secretary) before 
                   being issued to the clubs
    Action: Alan Morris to arrange officials

    Action: John Driscoll to confirm the track markings

    Action: Stephen Matthews to contact Shaun McGrath with regard to the caterers they use.
    Action: Stephen Matthews to liaise with B Smith and B Lynch before ordering any numbers.
e)  CAU T&F (seniors only) (Sat 25th / Sun 26th August 2012, Bedford)
     Adrian Thiemicke is the Cheshire team manager
f)  CAU Race Walk Champs (Sun 9th September 2012, Hillingdon)
     According to Cath McGrath, there is no-one in Cheshire who will be entering.

g)  Cheshire multi events (junior) (Sun 9th September, Macclesfield)
     The track has been booked by Bob Lynch.
     Due to the senior multi-events champs not taking place this year, the U17 champs should now 

     move back in with the junior champs

h)  North West Road Relays (Sat 15th September 2012, Marbury Park)
      The organising of this is all in hand. A site visit took place recently. Arrangements are being 

      made for extra car parking, and for toilets. Contact has been made with the SAG, but no 

      response has been received as yet.

      John Driscoll has created a draft entry form / prospectus. No-one could find an entry form 

      from last year, so we need to contact Merseyside to ascertain what the fee was last year, and 

      whether or not that was sufficient to cover all costs and make a small profit. For 2012, John 

      has suggested £3 per senior runner and £2 per junior runner. 
      John also suggested that we do not ask for all runners’ names on the entry form, as no-one ever 

      checks the names against those who actually run, and so this would save a lot of 

      administrative effort.

i)  Cheshire multi events (senior)
